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The Lambton Jr. Sting Major Midget team would like to invite you to our 2016/2017 tryouts.  The goal of the midget team is to give players the opportunity to experience a well-run Jr hockey program.  The Midget team plays out of the SSEC arena in Sarnia, Ontario and share the same ice pad as our OHL team. Along with a great ice pad, there is also a bar/restaurant that is open to the arena where parents & fans can sit and cheer on our team while enjoying good food and drinks.  The 2014/2015 season we played 62 games and finished with a 35-20-7 record. While this past season didn’t appear as good in the win/loss category, we know that our commitment to development is truly working as can be seen buy the huge number of players graduating our program onto higher levels of hockey. This past Season was a total rebuild for us as 15 of those players signed junior this year. We are expecting a very strong veteran team for the 2016/2017 Season.
